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To those who have been living in Japan
for more than six months,

In principle, foreign nationals who have been living in Japan for less than 6
months will be opening a bank account as a “non-resident” and some
restrictions may apply to remittances, etc. Once you have been in Japan for
more than 6 months and you become categorized as a "resident" under the
Foreign Exchange Law, please go to the bank counter where you opened your
account to change the account settings with your residence card, cash card,

bank book etc. This change from non-resident to resident is not done

automatically.
